Purpose:
The Oklahoma Shakespearean Festival was founded on the premise that it would serve as a training ground for future theatre artisans.  Part of that training is making well-rounded performers as well as teachers of the craft to ensure the continuation of the cycle.

Southeastern Oklahoma State University students who are upperclassmen are given the opportunity to gain experience in the art of teaching.  The student is under the direct supervision of a certified, experienced instructor with OSF’s After School Program, learning invaluable skills in curriculum development, classroom management, technique and terminology.  After the student has observed for one year, they are eligible to teach solo the next.

Class Meetings:

· A student cannot progress unless a very strong foundation has been laid.  Therefore, attendance is VERY important.  If you know your child will be gone from class, please let a staff member know as soon as possible.
· Classes will begin the Tuesday after Labor Day and end on or around December 15th.  Classes will resume the second week of January and end the last week of April.
· Classes with the After School Program do not meet when Durant Public Schools are closed unless otherwise instructed by your teacher.
· All DANCE classes will be held in the Visual and Performing Arts Center’s Dance Studio.
· All VOCAL lessons will be held in the OSF offices in the Visual and Performing Arts Center.
· All ACTING lessons will be held in the lobby of the Visual and Performing Arts Center.
· Parents are welcome to watch dance class as long as it does not disrupt the children’s progress.
· Make-up classes will not be offered unless the Instructor cancels a lesson.
· Students should arrive no earlier than 15 minutes before their scheduled lesson and should be picked up no more than 10 minutes after.
· No eating or drinking in the rehearsal spaces in the Visual and Performing Arts Center.
· Dressing rooms and bathrooms are available for student use.
· Liability forms must be completed and returned by the second week of class in order for the student to participate.

Class Length:

· Group classes will last 45 minutes.
· Solo classes and voice lessons will last 30 minutes.

Attire:

· Dance attire must always be worn in dance class

· Hair must be secured away from the face

· No large or loose fitting jewelry

Ballet:

· Black leotard (any style)

· Pink tights

· Pink ballet shoes (either leather or canvas)

· Ballet skirt (optional) – black is preferred
Jazz and Tap:

· Leotard or dance top (any style or color)

· Jazz pants, sweatpants or running pants

· Black jazz or tap shoes
End of the Year Recital:
· All performance classes will have an end of the year recital the last Saturday in April at 2pm.  Costumes for this performance will be discussed and decided upon by the parents and students involved.  It will be on a class-by-class basis and not required for all students.
Tuition:

· Payment may be brought with the student at any time during the month.

· Reminders will not be sent out unless payment is 30 days overdue.

· Make all checks payable to Oklahoma Shakespearean Festival or OSF.

· The same tuition is to be paid September through April regardless of how many weeks are in a month.
Rates:

· $35.00 – one class per week

· $10.00 – add for each additional class per week.
